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OVERNIGHT CLOSURES SCHEDULED AT GOLF ROAD INTERCHANGE 
 ON THE TRI-STATE TOLLWAY (I-294) FOR TOLL PLAZA WORK 

Ramp closure needed to complete pavement marking, overhead signage work at plaza 
 
DOWNERS GROVE, IL – Overnight ramp closures and detours are scheduled overnight Friday, 
June 12, at the Golf Road Interchange on the Tri-State Tollway (I-294) to complete work at the toll 
plazas.  
 
Electronic message signs and construction signage will be in place in advance to alert drivers to the 
closures. Up-to-date information will be posted on the Tollway website in the Daily Construction Alert. 
All work is weather dependent. 
 
On Friday, June 12, lane closures are scheduled to begin on the ramps connecting eastbound Golf 
Road to northbound I-294 and southbound I-294 to Golf Road at 9 p.m. with full closures of the ramps 
scheduled to begin at 10 p.m. No detours will be posted. The ramps are scheduled to reopen by 5 a.m. 
on Saturday, June 13. All lanes are scheduled to reopen by 6 a.m. 
 
The closures are needed to complete pavement markings through the plaza as well as overhead 
signage work. 
 
Construction is being coordinated with the Illinois Department of Transportation and the City of Des 
Plaines, as well as local f ire and police departments. 
 
The Illinois Tollway is making improvements at toll plazas systemwide to improve traffic f low and 
mobility. The scheduled improvements prioritize structural, safety and operational considerations. This 
work is part of the Tollway’s 16-year, $15 billion capital program, Move Illinois: The Illinois Tollway 
Driving the Future, and the 7-year, $2 billion Bridging the Future capital plan.

Work Zone Safety 
Construction zone speed limits are in effect in all construction zones 24/7 and drivers should continue 
to watch for changing traffic patterns and use caution, especially when workers are present. 
 
The Illinois Tollway reminds motorists that the “Move Over Law” requires motorists to change lanes or 
to slow down and proceed with caution when passing any vehicle on the side of the road with hazard 
lights activated. If you see flashing lights ahead, please move over or slow down. 
 
Illinois State Police have zero tolerance for drivers speeding in work zones or failure to comply with the 
Move Over Law. The minimum penalty for speeding in a work zone is $250 with up to a $25,000 fine 
and a 14-year jail sentence for hitting a roadway worker.  
Penalties for failure to slow down or move over for a vehicle on the shoulder with flashing lights 
includes up to a $10,000 fine, 2-year suspension of driving privileges and jail time, in extreme cases.
