Project History

1970-80’s

• Elgin-O’Hare Expressway included in 2010 Regional Plan

• IDOT initiated an EIS for the Elgin-O’Hare

1990’s

• 1991 - Construction began on portion between Hanover Park and Itasca

• 1992 - IDOT/Tollway Joint Study for  eastern termini and I-90/I294

• 1993 - Initial segment opened to traffic

• 1995 - SJR 45 authorized Tollway to expand

• 1996- Tollway completes Systems Planning Study

2000-10

• 2000 - Tollway studies suspended awaiting I-90 transit feasibility study

• 2000 - IDOT assumes continued ROW preservation

• 2005 - Tollway closes project

• 2007 - IDOT initiates Tiered EIS/Tollway Board Resolution

• 2010 - Draft EIS submitted to FHWA
