Puts small businesses in a position to succeed and grow by:

Identifying select construction contracts, generally with values of approximately 
$5 million or less, specifically for small businesses to perform as prime and subcontractors

Establishing small business diversity goals for select construction contracts on a
project-by-project basis

Requiring a minimum 15% self-performance goal for all prime contractors

Meet specifications that may include prequalification with either the Illinois Department of 
Transportation or Illinois Capital Development Board, determined on a project-by-project

PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY

In order to compete for work on Small Business Initiative (SBI) contracts, prime and 
subcontractors must be registered with the Illinois Tollway as a small business.

Criteria for registering as a small business with the Tollway includes:

Complete the Tollway SBI application process which affirms registration with the 
Chief Procurement Office (CPO)

Registering with the Chief Procurement Office as a small business, which defines a 
construction small business as having $14 million or less annual gross revenue
